Traditionally, a storyboard is a set of sequential drawings that tells a story and is a tool for planning and sequencing a visual narrative.

Lesson 4 | Information and Visual Narrative

Storyboards allow visual presentation of information, and, at the same time, reveal the arc of a story. When creating visual narratives
with photography, “storytelling” can refer to single photographs, series, or sequences. With the storyboard format shared here, you
may choose to create a single frame, a series of related frames, or a set of sequential frames. The key is to both “tell” and “show" a
story. Your storyboard visuals can be anything from stick-figure drawings to detailed illustrations, to photography to collage.
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
